local eatery is donating
a portion of its proceeds
from coffee and tea
every three months to
benefit breast cancer
research.

Spiedie Bistro opened at
100 N. Bank Street
earlier this month,
becoming one of the
newest members of the
Phoenixville business
community. A fast-
casual restaurant
featuring healthful foods
including salads and
soups, the bistro also
offers a variety of coffee
and teas in addition to
its namesake, the spiedie, a sandwich originated in upstate New York
consisting of chicken, beef or pork, marinated in Italian spices and grilled
fresh daily.

For every cup of coffee or tea purchased, Spiedie Bistro will donate 10 cents
from the purchase to the Philadelphia affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the
Cure, benefiting women with breast cancer and medical research into the
disease.

The idea of becoming a “proud supporter” of Susan G. Komen originated with
Spidie Bistro owner Brian Laing’s. He has been personally involved with the
organization for several years, following the passing of his aunt to breast
cancer.

“It is personal,” Laing said. “She battled it for four years.”

Laing plans on making quarterly donations of at least $100 to Susan G.
Komen for the Cure every three months.

“No matter what, Spiedie [Bistro] is going to donate every three months,”
Laing said. “It will be a continuous partnership.”

In addition to donating money towards Susan G. Komen, Laing plans on
involving himself and staff in volunteer work with the organization. Laing and
volunteers from his staff will form a “Spiedie Bistro team” to participate

in the Komen Philadelphia Race for the Cure, held Sunday, May 11 in the
city.

“l don’t know how far we'll make it!” Laing joked. “Whoever wants to
volunteer will participate.”

When not combatting
breast cancer, Spiedie
Bistro steadily works to
incorporate eco-friendly
“green building” features.
The restaurant already
features eco-friendly
paint for its interior and
environmentally safe
cups and to-go cups.

“Each year we'll
implement two to three
steps to stay green,”
Laing said. “Hopefully
[we will soon] have all
our to-go containers
‘green.”
